If someone takes your 
cloak, do not stop him from taking your tunic.  Give to everyone who asks you, and if anyone takes what belongs to you, do not  
demand it back.”(NIV). When we follow Christ it requires us to develop new responses to age old offenses.  If you find this difficult to do 
just remember Matthew 19 verse 26…”but with God all things are possible."(NIV)
